1. Background of the assignment:   
As part of the centrally coordinated programmes, team building workshops have been delivered for the Secretariat, as well as for UNOV/UNODC, to promote teamwork and enhance the capacity of existing teams to work together effectively with an overall goal to support organizational development. UNODC acknowledges the need to promote stronger partnerships with civil society organizations (CSOs) in dealing with the complex issues at global level. The active involvement of civil society is essential to help UNODC carry out its global mandates. The UNODC Civil Society Team (CST) manages the global GLOU68 programme “Looking Beyond: Towards a stronger partnership with Civil Society Organizations (CSOs) on Drugs and Crime”. Within the framework of GLOU68, CST facilitates the dialogue between civil society, member States, and the private sector on the fight against corruption, drug abuse and other crimes.
UNODC is the guardian of the United Nations Convention against Corruption (UNCAC), which entered into force in December 2005. UNCAC is the first global legally binding instrument which covers public and private, domestic and international corruption. It includes strong anticorruption measures on prevention, criminalization and law enforcement, international cooperation and asset recovery. In 2009, a review mechanism for the Convention was adopted, consisting of two cycles. The first cycle (2010-2015) will review the implementation of the provisions under Chapters III Criminalization and Law Enforcement and IV International Cooperation. The second cycle (2016-2020) will review the implementation of the provisions under Chapters II Preventive Measures and V Asset Recovery. Article 13 of the UNCAC encourages Member States to involve civil society in the review process. 

The Commission on Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice (CCPCJ) was established by the Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) resolution 1992/1, upon request of General Assembly (GA) resolution 46/152, as one of its functional commissions. The Commission acts as the principal policymaking body of the United Nations in the field of crime prevention and criminal justice. ECOSOC provided for the CCPCJ's mandates and priorities in resolution 1992/22, which include improving international action to combat national and transnational crime and the efficiency and fairness of criminal justice administration systems. The CCPCJ also offers Member States a forum for exchanging expertise, experience and information in order to develop national and international strategies, and to identify priorities for combating crime. The role of civil society in addressing crime has been recognized in several CCPCJ resolutions and emphasized in the outcome of the 13th United Nations Congress on Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice – Doha Declaration on Integrating Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice into the Wider United Nations Agenda to Address Social and Economic Challenges and to Promote the Rule of Law at the National and International Levels, and Public Participation. Civil society participation in the 14th United Nations Congress in Kyoto, Japan in 2020 is provided in the resolution E/CN.15/2018/L.6/Rev.1 of the 27th session of the CCPCJ.

Together with the UNCAC Coalition, the UNODC Civil Society Team (CST) is currently implementing the anti-corruption module of GLOU68 project, which aims to strengthen the voice of civil society in the national and international fight against corruption by facilitating their participation in intergovernmental meetings, trainings and grant schemes. 

To implement the project, the UNODC CST works closely with other substantive offices, such as the Corruption and Economic Crime Branch (CEB) in the Division for Treaty Affairs (DTA) and engages with relevant umbrella NGOs through regular communication on its anti-corruption web page, NGO Marketplace, and NGO Unit mailbox. Currently, along with CEB, the CST is developing follow-up initiatives on Fast-tracking Implementation of UNCAC for Economic and Social Development in Latin America, building on the 25 recommendations from the Cartagena regional meeting in May 2019, following 4 thematic topics (Integrity systems, Corporate compliance, Whistleblowing and International Cooperation).

Purpose of the assignment: 
· Lead a research project based on the Cartagena recommendations of May 2019 by focusing specifically on one or two topics within the general area of anti-corruption. 
· Establish and maintain connections with the representatives of the CSOs within the Latin America Anti-Corruption Platform: https://uncaccoalition.org/anti-corruption-platforms/latin-america/. 
· Produce a research paper and coordinate the follow-up CSO Roundtable to be held in Latin America in February 2020. The research paper should focus on one or more the Cartagena recommendations of May 2019.
3.
Specific tasks to be performed by the consultant:
· Carry out preliminary research on 25 Cartagena recommendations by connecting them to the UNCAC articles, especially in terms of how CSOs can engage in these. 
· Come up with suggestions on both the content of discussion topics and the format of interaction between participant groups, including civil society, for the Latin America CSO Roundtable in February 2020.

· Organize and facilitate a Roundtable session that will focus on the thematic areas of integrity systems, corporate compliance, whistleblowing, and international cooperation.  
· Under the guidance of the UNODC civil society team: in advance of the Roundtable, review short background summary and list of expected outcomes by the respective regional NGO participants. 
· After the roundtable, the consultant shall prepare a report on the outcomes of the Latin America Roundtable with clear follow up actions and further recommendations.

Expected tangible and measurable output(s):  
· Preparations for the February 2020 Roundtable in terms of dynamics and format of the event. 

· Formulation of various topics to be discussed, including objectives, content, and activities to be held during the event.

· Establishment of ongoing follow-up coordination and communication with the members of the CSO Platform that participated in Cartagena in May 2019, including close coordination with the UNCAC Coalition reginal coordinator.
· Follow-up and coordination of activities with the newly recruited regional UNODC Anti-corruption advisor in Latin America based in Peru. 

· Production of a research report based on the development of discussions surrounding the Cartagena recommendations. 

· Compile final report on the outcomes of the Latin America Roundtable with clear follow up actions and further recommendations. 
· Co-facilitation of the 2020 roundtable, which is expected to take place around 18 to 20 February 2020 (3 days).
